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[image: image5.png]Lr. SCHULTZ: 1t was for the good of the German people. We had
to knov the race and the nationality of each
person. Non-Aryans were a threat to the purity
of German blood. Those people had to removed. It
was like cutting out a cancer.

PROSECUTOR: Why did you check to see if people were strong
enough to work?

Dr. SCHULTZ: Same people wvere kept alive so they could work. If
. people vere sick, they were sent to die. They vere
“"useless eaters.” Why waste food on them? Food
wvas needed by our army. Usually we just let this
group starve to death.

PROSECUTOR: Did this group include sick children?
Dr. SCHULTZ: Of course. -

PROSECUTOR: Why did you take part in medical experiments on
people? .

Dr. SCHULTZ: This vas a way to learn. The experiments were
for the good of the German people. I myself used
X-rays on people, sterilized people (so they could
not have children) and gave people diseases to see
what would happen to them.

PROSECPTOR: No further questions.

JUDGE: Mr. Defense Lawyer, do you have any questions?
DEFENSE: Dr. Schultz, wvhy did you take part in these
prpgrams?

Dr. SCHULTZ: It was my job to help the German people. Also,
' the law forced us to do these things. We vere
obeying q;ders. The lawv must be obeyed.

JUDGE: Nr. Schultz, do you think you committed any crimes?

Dr. Schultz: Absolutely not! I heiped the German people. My
decisions were not murder. I got rid of useless
people. I have nothing against the Jews. But
by experimenting on them, by giving them diseases
and trying to cure those diseases, we were helping
the German people. For example, during the war we
gave thousands of Jevwish children tuberculosis. We
then hanged the children and cut open their 1lungs.
What we learned is saving lives today. Finally, I
was obeying the laws and the orders of my country.

JUDGE: (1ooking at the class) You must now decide if the
defendant, Dr. Schultz, is guilty of crimes against
humanity.
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
