	In 1929 the Great Depression had rippled across the Pacific, striking Japan with devastating force… trade suffered, unemployment soared and the peasants were facing starvation. As the crisis worsened, nationalists demanded renewed expansion. An empire in Asia, they argued, would provide Japan with the much needed raw materials (natural resources) that Japan lacked and an outlet for it’s expanding population.

	The Manchurian Incident

In 1931, a group of Japanese army officers provoked an excuse to seize Manchuria in Northern China… the Japanese military forces conquered all of Manchuria and set up a puppet state there that they called Manzhouguo. When the League of Nations condemned Japanese aggression against China, Japan simply withdrew itself from the League. The League members were unwilling to use military force soon after WWI, but joined the U.S. in putting forth economic sanctions against Japan which only furthered Japan’s need to expand to seize natural resources.
	Why were member’s of the League of Nations unwilling to commit to a military intervention to force the Japanese out of Manchuria?

	
	


	By 1939, Japan had joined with two aggressive European powers, Germany and Italy known as the Axis Powers. That alliance, along with renewed Japanese conquests, would turn WWII into a brutal, wide-ranging conflict waged not only across the continent of Europe, but across Asia and the Pacific.
